Beers® are also for sale at the brewery, and a limited amount of beer sampling will be available on premise.  
 
Amid the controversy, chaos, and uncertainty surrounding the future of Coney Island, Shmaltz Brewing Company is 
proud to both honor the history and to participate in the ongoing evolution of America's Playground.
